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The National Electrical Code® (NEC®) 2023 Edition applies to all persons who perform electrical
work. Maintenance electricians, construction electricians, instrumentation technicians, engineers,
and maintenance technicians are examples of those who must have a working knowledge of the
NEC®. Whether running power to a new piece of electrical equipment, setting the overloads on a
motor starter, installing a security camera, or replacing a fluorescent ballast, compliance with the
NEC® is mandatory. The Code has been adopted as law in all fifty states and NTT teaches the NEC®
throughout the United States and to global organizations in various international locations.
